The purpose of the CROP Hunger Walk is to raise funds to help the hungry. To get all the funds in
and to do so in a timely, organized way is your goal. Your job as the Treasurer is very important to
the overall success of the CROP Hunger Walk!

Plan for Success
 Prior to your community’s Recruiter’s Orientation meeting, work with your Walk Team to
develop a specific plan for the collection of the Walk funds.

« Encourage all Walkers to check with their employers regarding matching gift programs.
Lutheran Churches can contact Thrivent for possible grants.

» You will be provided with a “Treasurer’s Packet” containing instructions and all the
materials you will need to remit your CROP Hunger Walk funds directly to Church World
Service in Elkhart, Indiana. The Packet will contain a quantity of pre-paid Remittance
Envelopes and an endorsement stamp and pad.

« If you have any questions, please do not hesitate to call 888-297-2767 and speak with the
Regional staff.

Attend the Recruiter’s Orientation and instruct Recruiters in handling money and
Donation Envelopes
» Set specific deadlines and process for collecting funds and Donation Envelopes.

« Prior to the Recruiter’s Orientation write your name and address in the space provided on
each Recruiter’s Packet.

* Provide Recruiters with short and simple instructions on the collection process.
« Instruct Recruiters to encourage CROP Walkers to collect their donations in advance.

» Set a deadline for Recruiters to turn in all Donation Envelopes. Strongly recommend
to Recruiters that all donations be turned in no more than three weeks after the Walk.

Collect Walk funds
» Discourage bringing funds to the Walk, but
be prepared to accept money at the Walk
in a safe and secure manner.

* One week after the Walk contact all Recruiters
to urge prompt collection from their Walkers.

» Corporate matching gift forms should be sent to
the CWS/CROP Regional Office. Marie Varley/CWS
